OVERVIEW:  This is the first course in a sequence of courses designed to provide students with a rigorous program of study in Mathematics. Topics to be studied first semester include:  interpreting the structure of expressions, solving problems related to unit analysis, properties of rational and irrational numbers, operations with polynomials, analyzing linear functions, solving systems of linear equations and inequalities, rearranging formulas, arithmetic sequences, analyzing quadratic functions, solving quadratic equations, and comparing forms of quadratic functions.
MATERIALS: 3 ring binder with 3 dividers for Classwork, Homework and Assessments, pencil and pen, paper, scientific calculator, and a positive attitude.  I recommend a TI-30 XS scientific calculator.  
TEXTBOOK:  Students are financially responsible for all books issued by CHS.  Textbooks may not be left in classrooms and teachers are not responsible for the whereabouts of your book. FINAL EXAM:  There will be a cumulative final exam at the end of the first semester. Second semester the final exam will be the Georgia Milestone End of Course Test.  

TESTS and QUIZZES:  There will be at least 1 test per unit and at least one quiz per unit this semester.  If a unit is long, there will may be more than 1 test or quiz. Tests will be weighted the double of quizzes and both tests and quizzes will be included in the summative assessment category.  All assessments will be announced in advance.   Any student absent the day of the review will be is expected to take the test with the class on the scheduled day.  

EXTRA PRACTICE:  Extra practice (homework) is assigned daily.  Students are expected to copy problems and show all work and correct their mistakes in pen. Keys will also be available. Students are expected to copy problems, show all work, and ask questions either at the beginning of the following class or during office hours. 

OFFICE HOURS: I am available for office hours daily from 7:40 to 8:00am.  I strongly encourage students to come for extra help if they are struggling with a class topic.   

 UNIVERSAL REMOTE LEARNING (URL):  During URL, synchronous classes and all necessary materials will be accessible through Microsoft TEAMs. 

ATTENDANCE and MAKE UP WORK:  Regular attendance in this class is essential in order for each student to be successful.  In the event of an unexpected absence, it is the student’s responsibility to find out the work to be made up and to have it completed in a timely fashion.
